RECOMMANDATION DU SERVICE

Que le Comité des services organisationnels et du développement économique recommande
au Conseil d’approuver,  pour les Jeux de la Francophonie de 2001, une demande de
subvention de 15 000 $, qui proviendrait du fonds «Provisions pour imprévus».

OBJET

Ce rapport présente une demande de subvention de projet (Annexe A) s'élevant à 15 000 $ pour la
phase finale du dossier de candidature de la Région de la capitale nationale pour les Jeux de la
Francophonie de 2001.

Conformément aux lignes directrices sur les subventions hors du processus habituel, la demande
de subvention a été étudiée par un comité de recommandation composé de Louise Crandall de
l’Administration du tourisme et des congrès d’Ottawa et de Judy Barbeau, du bureau du directeur
général.

HISTORIQUE

Les Jeux de la Francophonie ont été créés en 1987 par les pays ayant en commun l'usage de la
langue française et ont lieu tous les quatre ans.  Le Maroc et la France ont déjà accueilli les Jeux
et, en 1997, ce sera le tour de Madagascar. Ces Jeux comprennent aussi bien des compétitions
sportives que des concours culturels et rassemblent jusqu'à 46 pays participants.
Récemment, un protocole d'entente a été signé par quatre partenaires gouvernementaux pour
soutenir la candidature de la Région de la capitale nationale. (Annexe B)
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Le comité de présentation de candidature travaille à cette fin depuis 1994, et un résumé de leurs
activités à ce jour est présenté en annexe (Annexe C); ce résumé fait partie du rapport d’utilisation
des fonds de démarrage de 25 000 $ fournis par la MROC en 1994.

POINTS DU COMITÉ DE RECOMMANDATION

La Région de la capitale nationale est bien placée pour accueillir les Jeux de la Francophonie de
2001.  Nous disposons de bons antécédents dans le domaine des rencontres internationales,
d’excellentes infrastructures pour les sports et d’une abondance de bénévoles bilingues.

Du point de vue de l’industrie du tourisme, les Jeux seraient un excellent moyen de converger
l’attention de la communauté internationale vers Ottawa et d’attirer des visiteurs dans la région.
Cet événement ajoutera à l’image de marque de la Municipalité régionale et constituera une
vitrine faisant valoir nos atouts.  La Région de la capitale nationale a besoin de ces «produits
touristiques» pour augmenter le nombre de visiteurs.  En outre, un tel événement serait un maillon
de taille à ajouter au calendrier des célébrations de l’an 2001.

Les Jeux auront également des retombées économiques positives pour la MROC, car ils sont de la
même envergure économique que les Jeux d’été du Canada, dont les retombées se chiffraient à 17
millions de dollars et 321 emplois pendant un an.

CONCLUSIONS - RECOMMANDATIONS DU COMITÉ

Puisque cet événement apportera un rayonnement international à la MROC et sera accompagné
d’importants avantages économiques, le comité recommande que les Jeux de la Francophonie de
2001 reçoivent une subvention de 15 000 $.

CONSULTATION PUBLIQUE

DEPARTMENTAL RECOMMENDATION

That the Corporate Services and Economic Development Committee recommend Council
approve a grant request of $15,000 to the Jeux de la Francophonie 2001, with the funds to
be provided from the Provision For Unforeseen.

PURPOSE

This report presents a project grant request (Annex A) in the amount of $15,000 for the final
phase of the bid preparation for the Jeux de la Francophonie 2001 to be held in the National
Capital Region.

In accordance with the grants outside budget guideline,  the grant proposal was considered by a
recommendation panel made up of Louise Crandall of Ottawa Tourism and Convention Authority
and Judy Barbeau of the Chief Administrative Office.

BACKGROUND

The Jeux de la Francophonie were founded in 1987 by countries that have the use of French in
common and are held every four years. Morocco and France have hosted the event and in 1997
Madagascar will be the host country. The event is comprised of athletic and cultural competitions
with up to 46 countries participating.

Recently a protocol agreement was signed by four Government partners to support the
candidature of the National Capital Region.(Annex B).
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The Committee has been working on the bid since 1994 and a précis of their activities to date is
attached (Annex C) as part of the report for the start up funding  of  $25,000 provided by the
Region in 1994.

PANEL DISCUSSION

The National Capital Region is well placed to host the Francophone Games; we have a good track
record with international events, excellent sports infrastructure and an abundance of bilingual
volunteers.

From the tourism industry point of view, the Games would be an excellent means of raising the
awareness of Ottawa in the world community and attracting visitors to the Region.  This event
will raise the profile of our Region and showcase our assets.  The Capital Region requires
“tourism products” in order to increase the visitor base and this event would be a key addition to
the 2001 Calendar of Events.

The Games will also have a positive economic impact on the Region as they are in the same
economic range as the Canada Summer Games which have been assessed as providing an
economic impact of $17 million and 321 full-year jobs.

CONCLUSIONS - RECOMMENDATION PANEL

As this project will provide an international focus on our Region and deliver major economic
impacts the Panel recommends that Jeux de la Francophonie 2001 receive a grant in the amount
of $15,000.

A public consultation process is not applicable for individual grant requests.

Inception

The Jeux de la Francophonie were created during the Quebec Summit of 1987 by
Heads of State and governments who share the use of French.

The Jeux de la Francophonie are held every four years and are two-fold: sporting
events and cultural competitions.

Implementation of the Jeux de la Francophonie was given to the Conférence des
ministres de la jeunesse et des sports des pays d'expression française (CONFEJES)
(French-speaking Countries' Ministers of Youth and Sports Conference).

In March 1988, the CONFEJES set up the Comité international des Jeux de la
Francophonie (CIJF) (International Committee for the Games of French-speaking
Countries) whose responsibilities include programming for the Jeux.

The host country of the Jeux sets up its own Comité national des Jeux de la
Francophonie (CNJF) (National Committee for the Games of French-speaking
Countries).

Objectives

To put into focus the world of French-speaking nations.

To foster a rapprochement among countries having in common the use of French.

To make known the culture and the sports elite of the French-speaking world.

To create a momentum for cultural and sporting activities among countries which
share the use of French.



Evolution

The first Jeux de la Francophonie were held in Rabat, Morocco, in 1989.  During 16
days, one and a half million spectators attended performances of 900 athletes and
artists from 39 delegations.

The second Jeux de la Francophonie were held in Paris and the Essonne (Paris’
South-Eastern suburb), France, in 1994. Forty-six countries or communities were
represented by 2,000 athletes and 700 artists.

Madagascar will host the third Jeux de la Francophonie in August 1997.

Procedures

Countries interested in hosting the 2001 Jeux de la Francophonie must submit their
bid paper to the CIJF towards the end of September 1997. According to the rules
and regulations of CONFEJES, only countries of the Northern hemisphere are
eligible to bid for the fourth Jeux de la Francophonie in 2001.

In Canada:

The Canadian Heritage Minister has received an invitation from the CIJF
(International Committee for the Games of French-speaking Countries);

by April-May 1996, the Federal government's procedures will have been
developed;

between June-July 1996, the host town in Canada will have been chosen;

in September 1996, countries with interested towns must submit their bids to
the CIJF.

in January 1997, during a meeting to be held in Cameroon, the host country
and town will be announced.



Proposed Dates

The Jeux de la Francophonie could be held from June 22 to July 3, 2001. Opening
and closing ceremonies could be shared on the Quebec and Ontario sides of the
river.

June 24 and July 1st would be kept solely for celebration instead of including
competition, in order to celebrate two important landmarks for Francophones and
Canadians.

Activities linked to the Franco-Ontarian Festival and to Canada Day could, along
with similar events of the same magnitude on the Quebec side, be blended into a
grand national festival in the region during the Jeux de la Francophonie.

Expenditures - Operations 2001

The operating budget for 2001 would stand between $16.5 and $20 million.  The
Federal government will normally contribute between $12 and $13 million to the
Jeux.

The remainder will have to come from participating municipalities, provincial
governments (Ontario and Quebec), national and international sponsors, ticket sales
and, possibly, broadcasting rights.

Economic Spin-offs

The 2001 Jeux de la Francophonie, along with a grand 12 to 15-day long festival,
would normally attract 2,700 participants from the whole world, not to mention
tourist influx. Given that an event like Winterlude generates spin-offs of $30 million
and that the Hot Air Balloon Festival in Gatineau generates spin-offs of $12,5
million, it is reasonable to expect spin-offs of $20 to $30 million for Quebec and
Ontario, if the Jeux de la Francophonie are held here.

Furthermore, the region would enjoy worldwide media coverage and an
international image as regards French culture that would last for several months and
even years to come.

The following agreement is made in duplicate on the ___ day of the month of ___ 1996

AMONG

The Regional Municipality of Ottawa-Carleton (hereafter referred to as RMOC)

AND

City of Ottawa

AND

the Communauté urbaine de l’Outaouais (hereafter referred to as CUO)

AND

Ville de Hull

in the matter of presenting the regions of Ottawa-Carleton and the Outaouais as proposed hosts
to the Jeux de la Francophonie in the year 2001.

WHEREAS a political will has been expressed to hold the fourth edition of the Jeux de la
Francophonie in Ottawa-Carleton and the Outaouais in 2001;

WHEREAS residents from both sides of the river involved in business, culture and sports have
worked on a Bidding Committee for the past two years in order to express this desire to hold the
Jeux in our region;

WHEREAS this international initiative will enable different levels of government of the two
provinces involved (Ontario and Quebec) to unite their efforts and resources with those of the
federal government to aim at a common goal in a spirit of co-operation;

WHEREAS this initiative translates well the determination and vitality of the Franco-Ontarian
community and the desire to establish links with the Quebec community so as to strengthen ties
and work together in a common project for the well-being of the French-speaking countries of the
world;

WHEREAS the concept of those games is unique and is characterised by programming which
encompasses a sporting events and cultural events of equal importance;

WHEREAS the basic program includes seven (7) sporting events and seven (7) cultural events;

WHEREAS the young people who are physically challenged can register to special events;



WHEREAS the host country has the alternative of adding a sports event as demonstration event;

WHEREAS official opening and closing ceremonies are included in the games’ programming as
well as popular festivities as the host country may deem appropriate;

WHEREAS the 2,700 athletes and artists or so will have to be provided with boarding in a
"village" concept;

AND

WHEREAS representatives for Ottawa-Carleton and the Outaouais would like to submit a joint
bid for the 2001 Jeux de la Francophonie;

AND

If the Comité international des Jeux de la Francophonie (CIJF) (International Committee for the
Games of French-speaking Countries) recommends to the Conférence des ministres de la
jeunesse et des sports des pays d'expression française (CONFEJES) (French-speaking Countries'
Ministers of Youth and Sports Conference) that the regions of Ottawa-Carleton and the
Outaouais host the fourth 2001 Jeux de la Francophonie;

THE PARTIES AGREE TO THE FOLLOWING:

1. The Ontario and Quebec sides will share equitably on their territory the various sites 
required for competitions, training facilities for athletes and cultural events programmed 
for the games as well as for the relevant celebrations.

2. The proposed sides will be approved by the Organising Committee.

3. Representatives from Ottawa-Carleton and the Outaouais will be equitably represented in 
the Organising Committee for the Jeux.

4. As far as practicable and depending on the availability of existing or future facilities, the 
official opening and closing ceremonies will be shared on both sides of the river;

5. Accommodation required for the athletes and artists (approximately 2,700) will be shared 
as equitably as possible between municipalities of both sides of the river, depending on 
the availability of existing or future facilities.

6. It is with this spirit of co-operation among the RMOC, City of Ottawa, CUO and Ville de 
Hull that the parties present herein have signed and sealed this document on the 10th Day 
of the month of May 1996.

Activity Report 1994-1996

Since 1994, the Committee for the Promotion of Ottawa-Hull as Host of the 2001 Jeux de la
Francophonie (hereafter referred to as "Committee") has rallied the entire National Capital Region
in a collective effort to come up with a regional bid.  The City of Ottawa, Ville de Hull, RMOC
and CUO have signed a Memorandum of Agreement to that effect (please see Appendix A) on
May 10, 1996.

Among other undertakings, the Committee has:

• formed two new groups, in keeping with the Memorandum of Agreement that has been
signed, in order to promote Ottawa-Hull’s bid for the Games: the Policy Committee and the
Bidding Committee (please see Appendix B);

 
•  succeeded in involving an important personality to chair the Committee, The Honourable
Jean-Robert Gauthier, Senator for Ottawa-Vanier;

 
• developed the entire visual identification for the Committee and its presentations;

 
• produced a working paper to inform interested parties, financial backers, partners, politicians,
civil servants and sponsors;

 
• organised a certain number of meetings in Paris and Ottawa with the Executive Secretary of
the Comité international des Jeux de la Francophonie (CIJF) (International Committee of  the
Games of French-Speaking Countries);

 
• met several federal Ministers, such as The Hon. Cauchon, The Hon. Manley, The Hon.
Marleau and The Hon. Pettigrew, on the matter of having Ottawa-Hull applying as host;

 
• won support from Chairs and/or General Managers of the Canadian Olympic Committee, the
National Capital Commission, the Association touristique de l'Outaouais, the Bureau du
développement touristique de Hull and many others;

 
• obtained service-based sponsorship from Scott & Aylen law firm and Marcil, Lavallée &
Loyer accounting firm;

 
• made presentations to French-speaking federal Ministers;

 
• made a presentation to the Liberal caucus for Ontario;
